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SPECIALTY DREDGING PROJECT COMPLETED FOR 
AMERICAN BRIDGE & DISNEY @CASTAWAY CAY  

 
Specialty dredging services were requested to dredge portions of Disney’s 
Castaway Cay harbor for American Bridge on an unscheduled basis in between the 
Disney Magic and Disney Wonder port calls. Logan Diving & Salvage mobilized men 
and diving equipment to the island via American Bridges private plane and shipped 
heavy equipment by chartered vessel from Ft. Lauderdale.  
Once on site, LDS crews utilized an 8” hydraulic submersible dredge to remove 
sediment into Geo Textile Tubes for containment and disposal. Divers utilizing 
surface supplied diving equipment and hardwire communications dredged the project 
area to desired elevations working day and night until completion. 
Logan Diving & Salvage completed the project and demobilized men and equipment 
December 22, 2009 in time for all employees to spend the Holidays with their families. 
Heavy equipment was recovered in January and returned to LDS’s warehouse and 
facility in Jacksonville, Florida.
